Site Evaluation Summary

Summary: This beautiful and well-kept vineyard in the central part Chehalem Mountains AVA is nestled at the base of a 
narrow, vineyard lined canyon. 

According to the NRCS Soil Survey the soils are of the basalt based Saum-Parrett Series. These soils are deep to 
moderately deep and well drained. Grapevines grow very well on these soils and require very little input to grow and 
mature well. The elevation of the vineyard is between 400 and 530 feet which is very good for ripening grapes in the 
Willamette Valley. 

The neighboring vineyards are highly regarded vineyard sites known for producing top quality grapes. 

The property is largely planted though with some additional ground work it is possible that there is another acre worth 
of ground that could be planted to grapevines.
